Assembly

1. Position the bearing bushing with the desired installation direction on the hinge
wing. Then insert a screw with a collar such as an ISO 7380 oval head screw into
the bearing bushing to protect the bearing bushing collar from damage while
hammering in.
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* * @/ @/ 6. Hammer a tapered dowel pin into the bearing bushing.
l I 7. Place the cover cap on the opposite side of the hinge wing.

Insert the other bearing bushings according to points 1 to 5.
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2. Hammer in the bearing bushing until about 1 mm remains between the bearing
bushing collar and the hinge wing.

3. Remove the burr on the bearing bushing using a knife.

4. Hammer in the bearing bushing all the way.
5. Remove the screw.
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
